“Come to Him Yahusha Ha’Mashiach (Jesus Christ) as to a living Stone which men rejected and 
threw away, but which is choice and precious in the sight of Yah (God). You [believers], like 
living stones, are being built up into a spiritual house for a holy and dedicated priesthood, to 
offer spiritual sacrifices [that are] acceptable and pleasing to Yahuah (God) through Yahusha 
Ha’Mashiach (Jesus Christ). For this is contained in Scripture: “BEHOLD, I AM LAYING IN ZION 
A CHOSEN STONE, A PRECIOUS (honored) CORNERSTONE, AND HE WHO BELIEVES IN 
HIM [whoever adheres to, trusts in, and relies on Him] WILL NEVER BE DISAPPOINTED [in his 
expectations].” This precious value, then, is for you who believe [in Him as Yahuah’s (God’s) 
only Son--the Source of salvation]; but for those who disbelieve, “THE [very] STONE WHICH 
THE BUILDERS REJECTED HAS BECOME THE CHIEF CORNERSTONE,” and, “A STONE 
OF STUMBLING AND A ROCK OF OFFENSE ”; for they stumble because they disobey the 
word [of Yahuah (God)], and to this they [who reject Him as Savior] were also appointed. But 
you are A CHOSEN RACE, A royal PRIESTHOOD, A CONSECRATED NATION, A [special] 
PEOPLE FOR YAHUAH’S (GOD’S) OWN POSSESSION, so that you may proclaim the 
excellencies [the wonderful deeds and virtues and perfections] of Him who called you out of 
darkness into His marvelous light. Once you were NOT A PEOPLE [at all], but now you are 
YAHUAH’S (GOD’S) PEOPLE; once you had NOT RECEIVED MERCY, but now you have 
RECEIVED MERCY. Beloved, I urge you as aliens and strangers [in this world] to abstain from 
the sensual urges [those dishonorable desires] that wage war against the soul. Keep your 
behavior excellent among the [unsaved] Gentiles [conduct yourself honorably, with 
graciousness and integrity], so that for whatever reason they may slander you as evildoers, yet 
by observing your good deeds they may [instead come to] glorify Yahuah (God) in the day of 
visitation [when He looks upon them with mercy].”

“For we are not, like so many, [like hucksters making a trade of] peddling Yahuah’s (God's) 
Word for profit, [shortchanging and adulterating the Divine message]; but like [men] of sincerity 
and the purest motive, as [commissioned and sent] by Yahuah (God), we speak [His message] 
in Yahusha Ha’Mashiach (Jesus Christ) in the [very] sight and presence of Yahuah (God).”

“All the ways of a man are clean and innocent in his own eyes [and he may see nothing wrong 
with his actions], But Yahuah (the Lord) weighs and examines the motives and intents [of the 
heart and knows the truth].”

Ekklesia translated as church   
 
Tyndale (the first English translation), in his translation, uniformly translated the Greek word 
“Ekklesia” as "congregation" and only used the word "churches" to translate Acts 19:37 for 
heathen temples!  Today’s translations translate “Ekklesia” as church 74 times, as churches 34 
times, assembly 4 times, congregation 1 time and congregations 1 time? 
 
However, Circe was in fact originally a Greek goddess where her name was written as: Kirke, 
and pronounced as such—just as in numerous similar cases of words of Greek origin, e.g. cyst 
and kustis, cycle and kuklos, cylinder and kulindros.  
 
The word "church" is known in Scotland as kirk, and in German as Kirche and in Netherlands as 
kerk.  
 
These words show their direct derivation from the Greek Kirke even better than the English 
"church". However, even the Old English circe for "church", reveals its origin.  
 
Let us rather use the Scriptural "Called Out Assembly" or "Congregation", and renounce the 
word that is derived from Circe, the daughter of the Sun-deity! 
 
Ekklesia true meaning 
 
Ekklesia is a compound noun  
Ek (out of) and Kaleo (I call)  
We have been called out, we are in the world but not part of it.  The assembly of citizens, 
Yahuah’s Kingdom, a governing body on earth as it is in heaven. which is a community of living 
stones Yahuah’s (God’s) chosen joined together daily through intertwined relationships, a living 
breathing organism where Holy Spirit lives, moves and has His’ being in and amongst us born 



again.  The world is to see Yahusha (Jesus) in and amongst us by the love we have for one 
another.  
 
His’ Ekklesia “Called Out Assembly” was never meant to be an organization or business.  In fact 
the first Christian building (church) was built 275 years after Yahusha’s (Jesus’) resurrection.  
 
We are a called out assembly living in close proximity, breaking bread daily, (true communion), 
meeting together when Holy Spirit leads us for His’ purpose.  
 
Our meetings are never to replace relationships.  His’ Ekklesia is not something we attend, it is 
a community of believers, the meetings happen daily as an overflow to a way of life, not the 
focal point or basis of our faith.  This is the origin found in Acts.  
 
Do you know who the first Christian martyr was and why?  It was Stephen around AD 34, 3 
years after Yahusha’s (Jesus’) resurrection. Stephen was murdered, literally stoned to death for 
witnessing to the Jews that Yahuah (God) does not dwell in a house built by human hands. 
 
“However, the Most High [the One infinitely exalted above humanity] does not dwell in houses 
made by human hands; as the prophet [Isaiah] says,” 
Acts 7:48  
 
“This is what Yahuah (the Lord) says, “Heaven is My throne and the earth is My footstool. 
Where, then, is a house that you could build for Me? And where will My resting place be? “For 
all these things My hand has made, So all these things came into being [by and for Me],” 
declares Yahuah (the Lord). “But to this one I will look [graciously], To him who is humble and 
contrite in spirit, and who [reverently] trembles at My word and honors My commands.” 
Isaiah 66:1-2  
 
“For no one can lay any foundation other than the one already laid, which is Yahusha 
Ha’Mashiach (Jesus Christ). (“You are the Messiah, the Son of the living Yah (God).”)  If anyone 
builds on this foundation using gold, silver, costly stones, wood, hay or straw, their work will be 

shown for what it is, because the Day will bring it to light. It will be revealed with fire , 

and the fire  will test the quality of each person’s work. If what has been built survives, 
the builder will receive a reward. If it is burned up, the builder will suffer loss but yet will be 

saved—even though only as one escaping through the flames .  Don’t you know that 
you yourselves are Yahuah’s (God’s) temple and that Yahuah’s (God’s) Spirit dwells in your 



midst? If anyone destroys Yahuah’s (God’s) temple, Yahuah (God) will destroy that person; for 
Yahuah’s (God’s) temple is sacred, and you together are that temple.”
